2012 Olympics will have a positive effect on ordinary people'. The darker colours indicate a higher proportion of residents and a lighter
colour indicate a lower percentage.

Most of the stops are in the south of the county, which coincides with the areas that people are most likely to believe the Olympics will have
a positive effect.
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
